The true winners will be the libraries and their 

patrons who will be benefit from the proceeds from this exciting event,” Thompson said.  

Organizations and individuals also have the option of donating $100, and the Friends will create a 

book-themed basket for the auction. The Friends will also help with decorating. Baskets and monetary 

donations for baskets must be submitted by April 17. All donations are tax deductible.
